1. Alignment; of donor assistance with Government priorities,

Co-ordination of aid delivery with Government programmes, to agoittentrationguplication,
concentrationand neglect,

Predictability; of the volume and timing of aid flows,

Harmonisation; of donor activities and programmes,

Institutional Development; using aid to enhance Government capacity,

Mutual Accountability; between Government and Donors.

Donor reporting improvedsignificantly this year, a crucial step towards better harmonisatadignment and
coordination.However, gaps exist in the areas ofadimg progress and expendiguFor example, the expenditure
reported for the first half of 2008 was jus29 million USD, 34% of the amount budgeted for the ydais unclear
whether this discrepanady disbursement versus expenditure datdue to poor reportingrdow expenditue; either
way it creates challenges for monitoring.

Similarly, while the reported figures for the period (2I8.1) have improved, there is on average a 62 percent
decline in the reported funding levels over the duration. The lack of predictabiligsVagtween Sectors, with
infrastructure experiencing only a 6 percent falproject financing over the period 202811 while other Sectors
such as Rule of Law and Education have declines reported at 99 and 91 pkfaading respectively. Substantia
improvements in funding predictability are required in order to allow the GofiSrt@ppropriately.
