Declaration of Reconciliation

Preamble

· Aware that both of us are loyal, committed and discipline members of SPLM,
· That we, Cde Taban Deng Gai and Cde Dr. Joseph Monytuil Wejang, the leaders of SPLM holding high political offices of SPLM, being member of political Bureau and Chairman of State SPLM respectively,
· Aware that both of us are entrusted by the SPLM Chairman as Governor of state and Minister at the level of Government of Southern Sudan (GoSS),

· Recognising that there has been lack of cooperation and trust, resulting in lack of progress and smooth political activities at all levels in Unity State since the end of last State Congress meeting held in May 2008,
· Regretting lack of cooperation among the SPLM Caucuses (the Secretariat, Executive and Assembly) in the State,
· That the continuation of this conflict might lead to division of SPLM members, frustration, demoralisation and loss of lives,

· That this conflict might be taken an advantage by enemies of peace (CPA).
We the undersigned SPLM Political Leaders in Unity State have hereby declared to:

1. Cease all political hostilities among ourselves, supporters , followers and collaborators in Unity State and all SPLM forums and institutions as from today Monday 09-03-09.

2. Reconcile, cooperate and work to unite and build a united SPLM in Unity State at all levels.

3. Bring together SPLM structures, caucuses to work collaboratively towards the Vision and Mission of SPLM.
4. Stop and disassociate ourselves from all acts and forms of activities that might result into aggravation and continuation of conflict.

5. Apologise to individuals, communities and groups that might have suffered as a result of this conflict.

6. Work to protect lives and properties of people of Unity State and achievements of SPLM.

7. Support and facilitate to SPLM structures, and redress all the wounds and bitterness created by the conflict.

8. Work collectively, collaboratively and consultatively to address issues related to insecurity and threats to CPA, and to build strong SPLM institution and structures. 
9.  That we take this as a re-commitment of our Oaths to the SPLM .
