• General engineering consulting (GEC) agreements are a critical tool used 
in delivery of BART’s capital programs. 
 


• In 2011 we awarded three agreements valued at $20 million each to 
support our GEC needs. 
 


• All three of those agreements are anticipated to be fully programmed 
within the next year. 
 


• We anticipate about $60 million in GEC needs over the next five years to 
support continuing capital programs: 
 Station Modernization 
 State of Good Repair 
 Extensions

• Three current $20 million agreements are estimated to be committed 
within the next year. 
 


• The anticipated burn rate for next 4 to 5 years is expected to be similar. 
 


• To expand opportunities, staff decided to provide an additional 
agreement this round. 
 


• Single work plans sometimes exceed $10 million, making it difficult to 
award these large tasks on agreements valued at $10 million or less. 
 


• SOQ agreements are also available and in process for smaller more 
specific scopes of service in the $2-3 million range.

• Specifies compensation 


 Indefinite quantity, maximum $15 million/5 year ceiling for each agreement 
 Establishment of work plans 
 Cost reimbursement plus fixed fees
