• AirBART trips

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Project Fare Options 
• Fare options analyzed 


– $4, $5, or $6 
 


• Public comment gathered on these approaches: 
– Begin at $4, increasing to $5, and then to $6 in 2017 
– Start at $5 or $6 and increase with systemwide CPI-


based fare increases 
 


• Title VI findings 
– No disproportionate impact 
– Public outreach results for protected groups divided 


approximately equally between approaches 
– For fare greater than $6, additional Title VI analysis 


and outreach required

GOVERNOR’S MAY REVISE 


 No Major Transit/Transportation Changes 


 State Revenues up $2.4 billion 


 ’13 -’14 STA up to $400.8 million from earlier $389.8 projection 


 ’14 -’15 STA up to $379.4 from earlier $373.1 million projection  


 


CAP & TRADE PROPOSAL -- UNCHANGED 


$850 million for various efforts to reduce GHG emissions statewide, including:   


 $100 million to implement “Sustainable Communities” projects (SB 375 and 


affordable housing, etc.) 


 $300 million for “Rail Modernization” ($250 million for High Speed Rail and $50 


million for rail “connectivity” grants) 


 $200 million for “Low Carbon Transportation” projects.   


 Other GHG reducing programs 


 


Issues: (1) Most transit agencies have expressed concern that there is not enough 


funding proposed for transit and that (2) the state-centric control of funding does not 


assist transit or regional GHG efforts in the best ways. 
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CAP & TRADE UPDATE: STEINBERG PROPOSAL  


The Steinberg approach would basically provide the following from the total annual Cap and Trade 


revenues collected:  


 


 30% for Transit Capital and Operations distributed based on competitive greenhouse gas (GHG) 


performance criteria.  At least 5% would be reserved for transit connectivity projects and at 


least 5% reserved for "direct transit assistance to consumers" (such as subsidized transit 


passes).  


  


 40% for Affordable Housing & Sustainable Communities Implementation with at least 50% of 


that amount reserved for affordable housing in transit oriented developments.  Other eligible 


categories would include "active transportation, transportation efficiency and demand 


management projects."  


  


 20% for High Speed Rail to be continuously appropriated and made available for bond 


payments.   


  


 10% for Complete Streets, including State Highway System preservation where projects would 


include traffic management, road repair, bikeways, retrofit of roads and highways. 


 


Issues: (1) When and how this plan might be enacted and implemented; (2) whether approving 


project funding should be at the state level or regionally; (3) whether transit funding for projects 


would be determined on a competitive or formula grant basis – (what would that formula be?); 


and (4) whether or how much funding might go to Intercity Passenger Rail.

CAP & TRADE UPDATE: SEN. BEALL PROPOSAL 


Sen. Beall (D-San Jose), Chair of the Senate Budget subcommittee with oversight 


of transit programs, has his own proposal to assist unmet transit funding needs 


through the Cap and Trade revenues: 


 


 Finance large transit capital projects that reduce GHG from Cap & Trade 


funds on an ongoing basis.   


 He requested that rail agencies provide priority projects to his staff that 


would assist in GHG reduction.  


 BART has complied by proposing that the Hayward Maintenance Complex be 


considered should his efforts to include such a program in the budget be 


accepted.   


 


Issues:  (1) This proposal does not have Senate leadership support and may 


hinder ultimate pro-transit agreement for outgoing years. (2) There are no 


details forthcoming at this time as to implementation or competitive nature of 


the concept.  
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CAP & TRADE UPDATE: BART INVOLVEMENT 


As it becomes increasingly evident that the Governor’s Cap & Trade funding 


proposal will be implemented for the 2014-2015 budget, BART continues to 


work with CTA, other agencies and stakeholders toward the following goals to 


increase transit funding for the outlying years: 


 


 Assure the highest percentage possible for Cap & Trade transit funding. 


 Encourage distribution of Cap & Trade funding to regional (MPO) distributors. 


 Seek acceptance of a funding formula that allows for a direct allocation of Cap 


and Trade revenues to transit in lieu of additional competitive thresholds. (i.e. 


project acceptance in Regional Transit Plan [RTP] should suffice). 


 Assure a fair resolution to the issue of Intercity Passenger Rail (Capitol 


Corridor) not having access to STA funding. 


 Support affordable housing programs that assist sustainability projects and

President’s Surface Transportation Plan
