Ligustrum-- all spp except L. japonicum 'Texanum', which shall be permitted
Populus--all spp except for sterile male clones

Pyracantha--all species e.g.: 'Santa Cruz' pyracantha, Firethorn
Robinia--all species e.g.: Black locust

Salix--all species e.g.: Weeping willow

Spartium--all species e.g.: Spanish broom

Vinca major Periwinkle

These species are prohibited because of their likelihood to escape and to become difficult
to eradicate once escaped.
