1. Access to membership must be available equally to all companies that can meet the requirements of membership. 

2.   Program research results and resources must be available to the general public. 

3.  Industrial Affiliates Programs are required to maintain current websites describing the 

research programs, participating faculty, and conditions and fees for membership. 
4.  The Program must have broad application and may not be directed to an individual faculty member. 
5. While member companies may offer suggestions for research activities, faculty must be free to select research topics, adopt research methodology, select participants, and direct Program research.

6.  Programs that permit Industrial Affiliates Members to send employees to campus to collaborate on research with participating faculty must follow the University’s selection procedures and policies for Visiting Scholars at Stanford.  (See RPH 10.5 at http://doresearch.stanford.edu.) Visiting Scholars are also required to complete the SU-18A agreement. (See http://otlportal.stanford.edu/su18a.) 

7. The principles that apply to all Industrial Affiliates Programs at Stanford include the following:

Promotion of openness in research results;

Enrichment of students’ and postdocs’ educational experiences;

Maintenance of the University’s role as a credible and impartial resource;

Protection of faculty members’ right to pursue research topics and methodology of their choice; and

Conformance to the University’s primary mission of teaching and research.
