• Stanford, the only Pac-12 program with a 2-0 conference record, returns home Saturday from a two-game road 
trip to play host to Arizona.

• The Cardinal (3-1 overall, 2-0 Pac-12) sits atop the Pac-12 North Division standings with two road wins in as 
many outings. Most recently, the Cardinal picked up a 42-24 win at Oregon State while rushing for 331 yards. 
Stanford’s defense limited the Beavers to 111 yards rushing, all of which came in the first half.

• The Cardinal, which fell from the polls after a season-opening loss at Northwestern, enters the matchup 
ranked 18th by the AP and 20th by USA Today.

• Saturday will mark the 29th meeting between Stanford and Arizona. Stanford has won nine of its past 12 
meetings with the Wildcats, including the past three. Arizona opened the series by winning 11 of the first 16 
affairs, but has not defeated Stanford since 2006.

• Stanford has scored at least 37 points in each of its past four games against Arizona.

• Stanford won in overtime, 54-48, when the programs last met in 2012. In that contest, both teams shelved 
exactly 617 yards of total offense.

• Stanford head coach David Shaw is undefeated against six Pac-12 opponents, including Arizona. In addition to 
the Wildcats, the Cardinal has not lost to Cal, Colorado, UCLA and Washington State during Shaw’s tenure.

• Stanford’s offense struggled to put up points in a 16-6 season-opening loss at Northwestern. Since then, the 
Cardinal is one of 11 FBS teams to score at least 31 points in each of their past three contests, and one of five to 
do so without facing an FCS program.

• Under Shaw, Stanford is 2-0 vs. Arizona, 30-8 in Pac-12 regular season games, 25-3 at home, 13-4 in October, 
31-11 coming off a win, 29-4 against unranked opponents, 19-6 when ranked higher than an opponent, 22-8 in 
night games and 6-2 on Pac-12 Networks.

• Since 2010, Stanford is 40-5 in games played in California (2-0 in 2015, 7-2 in 2014, 7-2 in 2013, 10-0 in 2012, 7-1 
in 2011, 7-0 in 2010).

• Stanford and Texas are the only schools among the 68 Power 5 and independent programs to play 12 FBS 
opponents, 11 of which are Power 5 schools or Notre Dame. Five of Stanford’s 12 regular-season opponents 
-- No. 7 Oregon, No. 8 USC, No. 11 Notre Dame, No. 13 UCLA and No. 22 Arizona -- were ranked in the AP’s 
preseason top 25.

• Stanford requires students to declare a major before their junior year. Among the team’s upperclassmen, 16 
majors are represented. Eleven Cardinal are engineering majors. Majors with three or more Cardinal student-
athletes: communication, economics, human biology, management science and engineering, psychology, 
public policy, and science, technology and society.

• No program in the nation has a higher graduation rate over the past four years than Stanford (99%). 
Furthermore, no Pac-12 Conference team has had more draftees over the past four years than Stanford (19).

• With a 115-yard output at USC, RB Christian McCaffrey became the first Cardinal 
sophomore in over four seasons with a 100-yard rushing game (Stepfan Taylor ran 
for 114 yards on 13 carries in a 40-12 win over Virginia Tech in the Orange Bowl on 
Jan. 3, 2011).

• McCaffrey’s 115 rushing yards at USC made him the first Cardinal with 100+ 
rushing yards in a game since 2014, snapping a drought of 17 games without such 
a performer.

• With 303 all-purpose yards at Oregon State, McCaffrey became the first Stanford 
player in over five years to top the 300-yard mark. Current New York Jet Chris 
Owusu (308) last topped that mark during a 51-42 win over No. 8 Oregon on Nov. 
7, 2009.

• McCaffrey posted 206 yards rushing at Oregon State, good for the fifth-best 
single-game performance in program history. McCaffrey was the first Cardinal to 
eclipse the 200-yard mark since Toby Gerhart in 2009.

• Entering Saturday’s game against Arizona, McCaffrey ranks third nationally with 
222.25 all-purpose yards/game.

• Fifth-year senior WR Devon Cajuste and senior WR Michael Rector provide some 
heavy bang for the buck with each reception. On Stanford’s career yards/catch 
chart, Cajuste (17.9) ranks seventh while Rector (19.9) is second.

• In a series that dates to 1979, Stanford and Arizona have split 28 all-time 
meetings.

• The Cardinal has won eight of the last 10 matchups, and has averaged 42.8 points 
over the last four affairs.

• Since 1999 (when Stanford halted Arizona’s six-game series winning streak with 
a resounding 50-22 victory at Arizona Stadium) the Cardinal has gone 9-3 against 
the Wildcats.

• The Cardinal is 6-7 at home against the Wildcats and 7-7 on the road. In 1986, the 
schools played a neutral site game in Tokyo, Japan, with Stanford winning, 29-24.

• Despite the series being relatively back-and-forth, Arizona holds the longest 
winning streak in the series, having won six straight games from 1991 to 1998. The 
Cardinal has twice won three in a row, including its current three-game streak.

• Neither team has posted a shutout in the series history.

It Happened Against Arizona
1979 - In the first ever meeting between the two schools, Stanford defeated 
Arizona in Tucson, 30-10. Turk Schoenert completed 17-of-20 passes for 194 yards 
while sophomore linebacker Dave Morze finished with 15 tackles.

1982 - Stanford squandered a 27-13 lead with 12:46 remaining as the Wildcats 
scored 28 points in a span of 9:49 to defeat the Cardinal, 41-27, at Stanford 
Stadium. John Elway completed 22-of-33 passes for 359 yards to set an NCAA 
completion record (720), breaking the old mark held by Purdue’s Mark Herrmann.

1983 - Freshman quarterback John Paye completed 22-of-28 passes for 280 yards 
and three touchdowns as Stanford upset Arizona, 31-22, at Stanford Stadium. 
The Cardinal brought an 0-6 record into the game against a 5-1-1 Wildcat team 
that had been ranked as high as third in the polls during the season. Emile Harry 
caught 10 passes for 179 yards, the third-most receiving yards in school history.

1984 - Stanford linebacker Tom Briehl returned an interception 53 yards for a 
touchdown in a 28-14 setback in Tucson.

1985 - Stanford rallied from a 17-7 halftime deficit and scored 21 unanswered 
points - including 14 in the fourth quarter - to upset 19th-ranked Arizona, 28-17. 
John Paye, who suffered a separated shoulder the week before against USC, came 
off the bench to lead the Cardinal on three second half scoring drives.

1986 - Stanford defeated Arizona, 29-24 in front of 55,000 fans at Memorial 
Stadium in Tokyo, Japan. The two teams combined for seven fumbles, five 
interceptions and amassed 142 yards in penalties.

1999 - Stanford quarterback Todd Husak completed 21-of-35 passes for 364 
yards and one touchdown and Tim Smith picked off three passes as the Cardinal 
defeated the Wildcats, 50-22, in Tucson. The win snapped Arizona’s six-game 
winning streak in the series.

2001 - Brian Allen rushed for 143 yards on 23 carries in a 51-37 victory in Tucson. 
The rushing total was the highest ever recorded by a Stanford back against 
Arizona.

2006 - Arizona held Stanford to just 52 yards in total offense, its lowest output 
in school history, as the Cardinal dropped a 20-7 decision at Stanford Stadium. 
Stanford’s lone touchdown came on a 72-yard interception return by Wopamo 
Osaisai.

2008 - Third-string quarterback Alex Loukas led Stanford on a late scoring drive 
capped by Toby Gerhart’s 1-yard touchdown run with 24 seconds remaining to lift 
the Cardinal to a 24-23 home win.

2009 - Stanford and Arizona combined for more than 1,000 yards of offense as the 
Wildcats rallied for a 43-38 home win. Andrew Luck threw for 423 yards and three 
touchdowns and Toby Gerhart ran for 123 yards and two scores.

2010 - Stepfan Taylor scored four touchdowns and Andrew Luck passed for 293 
yards and two scores as Stanford dominated Arizona, 42-17.

2011 - Stepfan Taylor rushed for a career-high 153 yards and Andrew Luck threw 
for 325 yards and two touchdowns in a 37-10 win at Arizona Stadium. The Cardinal 
defense blanked the Wildcats in the second half and recorded 10 tackles for losses, 
including five sacks.

2012 - Josh Nunes threw for a career-high 360 yards and two touchdowns and ran 
for three more scores, rallying No. 18 Stanford from a two-touchdown deficit to 
stun Arizona, 54-48, in overtime at Stanford Stadium. Chase Thomas intercepted a 
tipped pass by Matt Scott in the extra period and Stepfan Taylor ran for a 21-yard 
touchdown two plays later.

Scott completed 45 of 69 passes -- both school records -- for 491 yards and three 
touchdowns until Henry Anderson tipped his final pass in overtime that Thomas 
intercepted. Arizona amassed 617 total yards -- same as Stanford -- but lost for the third 
straight game and is still winless in conference play.

Nunes ran his second short touchdown to trim Arizona’s lead to 48-41 with 6:34 remaining. 
The Cardinal held the held the Wildcats to three-and-out on the next possession.

Nunes then ran for 16 yards on third-and-7 from midfield, threw 17 yards to tight end Zach 
Ertz on fourth-and-9 from Arizona’s 20 and ran for the tying touchdown with 45 seconds 
left in regulation.

Taylor, who finished with 142 yards rushing and two touchdowns, ran for 35 yards on seven 
carries before Nunes lofted an 11-yard touchdown pass to Ertz in the corner of the end 
zone to give the Cardinal a 7-0 lead on the game’s first possession.

Northwestern Defeats Stanford 
EVANSTON, Ill. - Northwestern wanted to prove a point against No. 21 Stanford, and the Wildcats 
drove it home with a strong running game and solid defense that produced a season-opening 
surprise.

Or as defensive end Dean Lowry put it: “We unleashed a caged bull today.”

Freshman Clayton Thorson ran for a 42-yard touchdown while playing turnover-free ball at 
quarterback, Justin Jackson added 134 yards rushing, and the Wildcats beat the Cardinal 16-6.

If Northwestern felt like a caged bull, well, back-to-back 5-7 seasons will do that. The recent losing 
ended a five-year run of bowl appearances that included a 10-win season in 2012.

Anthony Walker broke up two passes and had a fumble recovery, and Kyle Queiro intercepted Kevin 
Hogan in the end zone with about a minute left to seal the win.

“It was probably one of the best performances I’ve seen our D play top to bottom against a ranked 
team maybe in my time,” Pat Fitzgerald said.

Thorson scored the game’s only touchdown in the second quarter. He was steady overall, completing 
12 of 24 passes for 105 yards, but was fortunate not to have any interceptions considering he threw 
a few into double and triple coverage.

“I thought our team as a whole played well,” Thorson said. “Our O-line did a great job the whole 
game. Me personally, I think I can always do a lot better. I missed some throws, and some decisions 
I made weren’t great.”

Thorson got high marks from Stanford linebacker Blake Martinez.

“He was commanding the offense well,” Martinez said. “Keeping that pace going. They never 
stopped that quick offense. It was cool to see that he was able to do that his first game.”

Jackson rushed 28 times. Jack Mitchell kicked three field goals, including a career-long 49-yarder 
that made it 16-6 with 3:38 left in the game, and the Wildcats started the season on a winning note 
for the first time against a ranked team since 1995.

Hogan had a rough afternoon, going 20-of-35 with 155 yards and an interception. He was sacked 
three times.

Christian McCaffrey ran for 66 yards, but the Cardinal managed just 240 yards on offense and scored 
their fewest points since 2007.

“The bottom line for us is that we have to be efficient on first down,” David Shaw said. “We can’t 
have penalties. We can’t have dropped passes. We can’t have missed blocks.”

The Cardinal showed some of the form that carried them to four straight seasons with at least 11 
wins on the game’s opening possession. But Northwestern tightened its defense, forcing Stanford 
to settle for a 29-yard field goal by Conrad Ukropina to finish a 12-play drive.

The Wildcats tied the game on a 31-yard field goal by Mitchell with 52 seconds left in the first 
quarter. Thorson, who starred at suburban Wheaton North High School about 40 miles from Ryan 
Field, made it 10-3 midway through the second when he took advantage of a big hole on the left 
and scored on a 42-yard keeper.

Northwestern had a chance to add to the lead after Walker recovered a fumble by McCaffrey a few 
plays later. The Wildcats took over on the Stanford 38, but a 48-yard field-goal attempt by Mitchell 
sailed wide left with 2:35 remaining in the half.

The Wildcats picked up their first win over the Cardinal since 1958.

Hogan Leads Stanford Past UCF 
STANFORD, Calif. - It took a trick play to get Stanford’s offense finally going this season. 
Afterward, it was as if the floodgates had opened.

Kevin Hogan connected on a 53-yard flea flicker to Michael Rector to highlight a three-
touchdown night as Stanford bounced back from a disappointing loss in its season 
opener to beat UCF 31-7.

“You never want to allow it to creep in that, ‘Oh no, we can’t reach the end zone,’” Hogan 
said. “It was almost like breaking the ice. I think everybody kind of settled in after that 
and felt comfortable.”

The deep strike to Rector was Stanford’s first touchdown of the season. Hogan added 
a 7-yard touchdown pass to Christian McCaffrey and a 93-yarder to Bryce Love in the 
second half.

Hogan finished with a career-high 341 yards, including three passes of more than 40 
yards.

“Once we got into a rhythm offensively it was fun to watch,” David Shaw said. “We did 
try to do some different things game-plan wise to get some guys in space. We have some 
speed on this team.”

The Knights struggled to generate any sort of offense with starting quarterback Justin 
Holman leaving early with an injury. Freshman Bo Schneider came in and went 7 for 19 
for 46 yards with an interception.

“There were a lot of guys that could have made plays but didn’t make them,” George 
O’Leary said. “As they said, films don’t lie. We got to go back and look at that and 
continue to try to get the best 11 on the field.”

After being held to six points in a lackluster opener, Stanford’s offense finally broke 
through late in the first half with help from a trick play. Hogan handed the ball to Barry 
Sanders, who flipped it back to the quarterback. Hogan then launched a deep pass to 
Rector, who got past the defense for the first score of the game.

Conrad Ukropina added a 52-yard field goal in the final minute of the half.

Hogan’s 42-yard pass to Love set up the short touchdown pass to McCaffrey in the third 
quarter. Hogan then hit Love again on a short pass on a third-and-20 and Love raced past 
the Knights defense for the score that made it 24-0.

While Hogan got the passing game going, the Cardinal struggled to run consistently for a 
second straight week. McCaffrey gained just 58 yards on 20 carries and the team finished 
with 130 yards on the ground with 40 coming on a late drive capped by Sanders’ 20-yard 
touchdown run.

The defense was dominant, holding UCF off the scoreboard until Tyler Harris threw a 
36-yard touchdown pass to Tre’Quan Smith with 1:22 to play.

The Cardinal easily handled the untested Schneider, who made his debut after Holman 
hurt his hand when he hit a helmet on UCF’s first drive.

“It’s tough, but the program that we have here, it’s next man up,” tight end Michael 
Campbell said. “That’s just how things go here.”

The Knights had just one productive drive until the late score but that ended in the 
second quarter when William Stanbeck fumbled inside the Cardinal 40. Four plays later, 
Hogan hit Rector on the flea-flicker.

Hogan Leads Steady Stanford  
LOS ANGELES - In Stanford’s pregame meeting, coach David Shaw asked every player who has 
played in two Pac-12 championship games to stand. Nearly half the room arose.

“Our guys are used to playing in big games,” Shaw said. “We need to act like it.”

That big-game experience shined through repeatedly while the Cardinal revitalized their season 
with yet another major win at the Coliseum.

Kevin Hogan passed for 279 yards and two touchdowns, Remound Wright rushed for three more 
scores and Stanford opened Pac-12 play with a 41-31 victory over No. 6 USC.

Austin Hooper and Devon Cajuste caught touchdown passes as Hogan beat USC for the first time 
in his career, snapping the Trojans’ two-game winning streak in the lively in-state rivalry.

Christian McCaffrey rushed for 115 yards for the Cardinal, who scored just six points in their 
stunning season-opening loss at Northwestern. They looked more like their usual powerhouse 
selves during a 474-yard offensive performance at the Coliseum.

“I think a lot of people underestimated us as a team,” Hogan said. “We gave them that ability after 
our loss in Week 1, but we’re going to get better every week. We’re already talking about next 
week.”

Cody Kessler was 25-of-32 for 272 yards and three touchdowns, but USC couldn’t match the steady 
production of Hogan, who went 18-for-23, and his dominant offensive line.

Steven Mitchell Jr. caught two touchdown passes and JuJu Smith-Schuster caught another, 
but preseason Pac-12 favorite USC failed its first test of the season after beating two Sun Belt 
opponents by a combined 99 points earlier this month.

“Whenever you play Stanford, you’re going to play big-boy ball, and that’s what we’ve got to do,” 
said linebacker Su’a Cravens, who graded his defense’s performance as “a D-minus.”

“We’ve got to grow up,” Cravens added. “We’ve got to establish ourselves and execute.”

After USC’s impressive start, Stanford took a 24-21 halftime lead with two touchdowns in the 
final 3:53. Wright’s third touchdown run put the Cardinal up 38-28 with 11:21 to play, and Conrad 
Ukropina hit a 46-yard field goal with 2:27 left, essentially sealing Stanford’s sixth win over USC in 
their last nine meetings.

Stanford and USC began their football meetings in 1905, but the past several years of the rivalry 
have been particularly memorable.

“Every game we play against these guys is going to be like this,” Shaw said.

Hogan didn’t excel in either of his first two clashes with Kessler and USC, which largely relied on 
its defense to beat Stanford twice. Hogan and Kessler both were in elite form for this meeting, but 
Stanford’s offensive line largely made the difference against USC’s defense.

“We were in position to win, but we were doing things that we weren’t doing in practice,” USC 
safety Chris Hawkins said.

USC won the opening coin toss and ran the ball right at the Cardinal, going 76 yards on a 
methodical opening drive capped by Tre Madden’s 5-yard touchdown run.

Hogan and his teammates quickly found the groove they missed in their first two games. The 
senior quarterback had plenty of time to pick apart USC’s secondary for 221 yards passing in the 
first half, including Hooper’s 16-yard touchdown catch late in the first half.

Smith-Schuster put the Trojans up 21-10 with a 54-yard catch-and-run touchdown in the second 
quarter, but Stanford scored twice in the final 3:53 of the first half. Cajuste put the Cardinal up 
24-21 with 3 seconds left with a 17-yard touchdown catch when Adoree Jackson slipped and fell.

Jackson also had an early 97-yard kickoff return for a touchdown erased by a penalty.

Stanford Gets Pac-12 Road Win  
CORVALLIS, Ore. - No. 21 Stanford cruised to a 42-24 victory over Oregon State. Kevin Hogan, a 
game-time decision, completed nine of 14 passes for 163 yards and two touchdowns.

Christian McCaffrey ran for a career-high 206 yards and ended up with 303 all-purpose yards for 
Stanford, which held just a 21-17 lead at the half over the Beavers before a pair of third-quarter 
touchdowns.

Oregon State true freshman Seth Collins hit Jordan Villamin with a 40-yard scoring pass to open 
the fourth quarter and the Beavers pulled within 35-24, but Stanford answered with Barry Sanders’ 
65-yard touchdown run and Oregon State couldn’t catch up.

Collins passed for 275 yards and a touchdown, while rushing for another score. Villamin caught 
seven passes for 138 yards.

Sanders rushed for 97 yards and two scores for the Cardinal.

Oregon State first-year coach Gary Andersen said Stanford was the more physical team in the end.

Hogan was a question mark for the game after injuring his left ankle in the second half of an upset 
of then-No. 6 USC. He threw for 279 yards and two touchdowns in that one, gritting out a 41-31 
win that put Stanford back in the rankings.

He deftly moved the Cardinal downfield on the opening series of the game against the Beavers. 
Remound Wright capped the drive with a 1-yard scoring run.

Collins answered for the Beavers with a 1-yard touchdown run after finding Victor Bolden in traffic 
with a 7-yard pass to get close.

After Hogan hit Austin Hooper with a 42-yard touchdown pass to make it 14-7, Collins again led 
Oregon State on a successful drive that ended with redshirt freshman Ryan Nall’s 5-yard scoring 
run, the first touchdown of his career.

Stanford went up 21-14 in the second quarter on Wright’s 2-yard scoring run. But Cardinal starting 
defensive end Aziz Shittu was injured before the half and had to be helped from the field.

Shittu’s injury wasn’t the only blow sustained by the Cardinal defensive line, as senior defensive 
end Brennan Scarlett also went down. 

Garrett Owens made a 24-yard field goal for Oregon State just before halftime that cut the margin 
to 21-17.

Collins fumbled on the opening series of the second half and Stanford recovered on the Oregon 
State 9-yard line, but the Beavers’ defense held and the Cardinal had to settle for a 28-yard field 
goal attempt- which missed wide left.

Stanford began to pull away midway through the third quarter when Hogan hit Michael Rector 
with a 49-yard touchdown pass that extended the lead to 28-17.

Sanders added an 11-yard scoring run for the Cardinal later in the quarter.

Kevin Anderson, Stanford’s second-leading tackler, did not play because of an undisclosed injury. 
Teammates wrote his number on arm and elbow wraps.

Linebacker Joey Alfieri made his first career start against the Beavers. His dad, Phil, played 
defensive end at Oregon State from 1983-88.

It was Stanford’s sixth straight victory over Oregon State.
