1987-88

Stanford finished the season 21-12 and participated in the NIT, representing the pro-
gram’s first postseason appearance since capturing the 1942 NCAA championship.

1988-89 

The Cardinal was ranked No. 12 in the nation, finished the season 26-7 and qualified for 
the NCAA Tournament. Three members of that team (Adam Keefe, Todd Lichti, Howard 
Wright) later played in the NBA, and a fourth player, Andrew Vlahov, played in the 1988, 
1992, 1996 and 2000 Olympic Games for Australia.

1989-90 

Stanford wrapped up an 18-12 campaign with an appearance in the NIT, falling at Hawai’i 
in the first round.

1990-91

Despite entering the postseason with four losses in its final five games, the Cardinal cap-
tured the NIT championship, defeating Oklahoma 78-72 in the championship game.

Hank Luisetti Scores 50 points vs. Duquesne
On Jan.1, 1938, Hank Luisetti set a school record with 50 points against Duquesne. 
The record remains the oldest in school history. Here is the box score from that game 
which was played in Cleveland, Ohio.

HISTORY STANFORD MEN’S BASKETBALL

1991-92

Stanford returned to the NCAA Tournament and established 18 school records during an 
18-11 campaign.

1993-94

The Cardinal participated in postseason play for the sixth time in the last seven years, 
reaching the NIT for the fourth time in school history.

1994-95 

Stanford advanced to the NCAA Tournament and defeated UNC Charlotte in the first 
round, representing its first NCAA Tournament win since 1942.

1995-96

Ranked as high as No. 15 in the nation, Stanford defeated Bradley in its NCAA Tourna-
ment opener before losing 79-74 to then-No. 1 Massachusetts.

1996-97

For the first time in school history, Stanford reached the NCAA Tournament Sweet 16 
with victories over Oklahoma and Wake Forest.  

1997-98 

One of the best teams in school history, a high national ranking, excellent team chemistry, 
talent and depth characterized the 1997-98 Stanford Cardinal. The Cardinal finished 30-5 
and earned a trip to the NCAA Final Four.
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1998-99 

Stanford captured the Pac-10 championship, the school’s first title since the 1962-63 
campaign. The Cardinal advanced to the second round of the NCAA Tournament.

1999-00 

The Cardinal claimed the Pac-10 championship for a second straight season and 
reached the second round of the NCAA Tournament.

2001-02 

Stanford finished tied for second place in the Pac-10 and advanced to the NCAA Tourna-
ment for the eighth straight year.

2002-03 

The Cardinal closed out the year 14-4 to place second in the Pac-10 and advanced to 
the second round of the NCAA Tournament.

2003-04 

Ranked No.1 in the nation for four weeks, Stanford chalked up a 30-2 record and won 
the Pac-10 title with a school-record 17 conference wins.

2000-01 

Stanford was crowned Pac-10 champions for the third straight season, earned a No. 1 
seed in the NCAA Tournament and reached the NCAA West Regional final.

2004-05 

Stanford finished with an 18-13 overall record and a third-place finish in the Pac-10, end-
ing the season with just nine healthy players while qualifying for the NCAA Tournament.
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2005-06 

The Cardinal finished with a 16-14 overall record and advanced to the postseason for the 
13th straight year, making an appearance in the NIT.

2006-07

Stanford wrapped up the year with an 18-13 overall record and reached the NCAA 
Tournament for the first time since 2005.

2007-08

Stanford racked up 28 victories overall, a total that ranks third-best in school history. The 
Cardinal also reached the NCAA Tournament Sweet 16 for the first time since 2001.

2011-12

Stanford (26-11, 10-8 Pac-12) captured its third title in school history, closing out the year 
as 2012 Postseason NIT champions. The Cardinal performed its best at the end of the 
year, winning a school-record seven games during the month of March.

For the 20th time in school history, the Cardinal reached the 20-win plateau. Stanford 
secured a winning record for the 16th straight year and reached the semifinals of the 
second-year College Basketball Invitational (CBI).

2012-13

Stanford finished 19-15 overall and earned an NIT berth. The Cardinal was eliminated by 
Alabama in the second round after defeating Stephen F. Austin at home.

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Harlow Rothert (1927-30) 

Gained fame for Stanford when he was named the school’s 
first All-American in 1929 … only athlete in Stanford history 
to claim All-America honors in three major sports: basketball, 
football and track and field … won nine letters in three sports 
overall … became Stanford’s first basketball All-American and 
was a two-time team captain … in track, he was a world record 
holder in the shot put and won the NCAA title from 1928-30 … 
silver medalist at the 1932 Olympic Games … in 1978, Stanford 
named him one of the five greatest athletes in the university’s 

history … member of Stanford Hall of Fame. 

Hank Luisetti (1935-38)

Revolutionized the game with his one-handed shot, scoring 
1,291 points during an illustrious three-year career … perhaps 
the greatest basketball player in school history, was a three-time 
consensus All-American and two-time College Player of the 
Year … the first player to shoot one-handed and on the run, and 
the first to dribble and pass behind his back … averaged 14.3 
points per game as a sophomore, 15.2 as a junior and 19.4 as 
a senior … led Stanford to three straight PCC championships 
from 1936-38 … scored a school-record 50 points as Stanford 

defeated Duquesne 92-27 on Jan. 1, 1938 … member of the Naismith Memorial Hall of 
Fame and the Citizens Savings (formerly Helms) Foundation Basketball Hall of Fame … 
his No. 7 jersey is retired, the only player to have such an honor in Stanford basketball 
history … while serving in the Navy in 1944, suffered from spinal meningitis and although 
he recovered, doctors told him he would never play basketball again … member of 
Stanford Hall of Fame.

Art Stoefen (1935-38)

Gained second-team All-America honors following the 1937-38 
season … nicknamed “Storke”, he was considered one of the 
great centers to play at Stanford … during his senior season, 
was the team’s third-leading scorer … playing alongside fellow 
All-American Hank Luisetti, helped lead Stanford to a 68-11 
record during his three seasons of varsity play … reporters at 
the time noted he was the “giant” of the regulars at 6-4.5 and 
repeatedly called upon to battle players considerably bigger, in 
both height and weight … member of Stanford Hall of Fame.

Don Burness (1941-42)

1942 first-team All-American … member of the 1942 NCAA 
championship team, playing forward and serving as co-captain 
… joined Jim Pollard as Stanford’s most recent first-team All-
Americans before Brevin Knight earned the same recognition 
in 1997 … also competed during the 1941 campaign, leading 
Stanford to a 49-9 record during his career … All-Pacific Coast 
Conference selection during the 1940-41 campaign … member 
of Stanford Hall of Fame.

Jim Pollard (1942)

Despite not playing in the 1942 NCAA Tournament champion-
ship game because of the flu, was still the tournament’s leading 
scorer with 43 points … member of the National Basketball 
Hall of Fame … 1942 first-team All-American … scored a 
tournament-high 26 points in Stanford’s 53-47 opening-round 
NCAA Tournament victory over Rice on Mar. 20, 1942 … poured
