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          SCHEDULE 
 
Stanford's student-athletes have yet to 
attend a single class this fall, but not by 
choice. The first day of school is Sept. 21. 
 
Stanford's undergraduate program is 
divided into four 10-week quarters. The 
quarter system provides the opportunity 
to take several courses each year; allows 
courses to be focused and specialized; 
and gives you the opportunity to choose 
courses 12 times over the course of four 
years. The result is more flexibility and 
more choice. 
 
Full-time students must enroll in at least 
12 units each quarter. To remain in good 
academic standing, students are required 
to meet three conditions: earn nine units 
each quarter, earn 36 units over three 
consecutive quarters, and maintain a 
cumulative 2.0 grade-point average.

Here’s a look at the Earth Systems curriculum: 
 
The Earth Systems Program is an interdisciplinary environmental science major. Students learn about and independently investigate complex environmental 
problems caused by human activities in interaction with natural changes in the Earth system. Earth Systems majors become skilled in those areas of science, 
economics, and policy needed to tackle the globe’s most pressing environmental problems, becoming part of a generation of scientists, professionals, and 
citizens who approach and solve problems in a new way: a systematic, interdisciplinary way. Earth Systems students take courses in the fundamentals of biology, 
calculus, chemistry, geology, and physics, as well as economics and policy and statistics. After completing breadth training, they concentrate on advanced work 
in one of five focus areas: biology, energy, environmental economics and policy, land systems, or oceanography. Tracks are designed to support focus and rigor 
but include flexibility for specialization. Examples of specialized focus have included (but are not limited to) the following: environment and human health, 
sustainable agriculture, energy economics, sustainable development, business and the environment, and marine policy. Along with formal course requirements, 
Earth Systems students complete a 9-unit (270-hour) internship. The internship provides a hands-on academic experience working on a supervised field, 
laboratory, government, or private sector project.

• Stanford opens Pac-12 Conference play Saturday when it travels to the Los Angeles Coliseum to face USC.

• The Cardinal enters the matchup at USC following a 31-7 home-opening win over UCF. Stanford outgained the 
Knights, 491-181.

• Since 2010, Stanford is 39-5 in games played in California (1-0 in 2015, 7-2 in 2014, 7-2 in 2013, 10-0 in 2012, 7-1 
in 2011, 7-0 in 2010). Two of those losses came at the hands of USC (2013, 2014).

• Saturday marks the first time an unranked Stanford team meets a ranked USC squad since 2008, and the first 
such matchup at the Coliseum since 2007. It’s the 14th consecutive meeting in which at least one team has been 
ranked.

• Stanford and USC have twice met in the season’s third week with Stanford winning at the Coliseum (21-16 in 
2001) and at Stanford Stadium (21-14 in 2012). Stanford is 2-3 in Pac-12 openers against the Trojans.

• Saturday’s game marks the 93rd meeting between Stanford and USC. In a series that dates to 1905, the Trojans 
lead the all-time series, 60-29-3. Stanford’s four-game win streak from 2009-12 was its longest in the series.

• The Cardinal defense has limited USC to 68.3 rushing yards/game and 2.25 yards/rush in its past three 
meetings.

• Under head coach David Shaw, Stanford is 15-2 vs. in-state opponents, 15-8 on the road, 15-9 vs. AP Top 25, 5-6 
when opponent is ranked higher, 12-3 in September and 7-4 on ABC.

• Stanford and Texas are the only schools among the 68 Power 5 and independent programs to play 12 FBS 
opponents, 11 of which are Power 5 schools or Notre Dame. Five of Stanford’s 12 regular-season opponents -- 
No. 7 Oregon, No. 8 USC, No. 11 Notre Dame, No. 13 UCLA and No. 22 Arizona -- are ranked in the AP’s preseason 
top 25.

• Fifth-year senior QB Kevin Hogan, senior LG Joshua Garnett, senior LT Kyle Murphy, fifth-year senior CB Ronnie 
Harris, fifth-year senior OLB Kevin Anderson and senior ILB Blake Martinez serve as captains, as voted by their 
teammates. Hogan is Stanford’s first two-time team captain since Bo McNally (2008-09).

• Stanford’s entire full-time coaching staff from the 2014 season returned for the 2015 campaign. It’s the first 
time since 1999-2000 under Tyrone Willingham that Stanford’s staff remained intact.

• Stanford has played against USC in Los Angeles in every odd year since 1931 (save for WWII). Saturday’s game 
will be the sixth time in 93 meetings the two have met in September, including three of the past four.

It Happened Against USC

1970 - Before a crowd of 86,000 at Stanford Stadium, Stanford stunned fourth-
ranked USC, 24-14. Jim Plunkett completed 19 of 31 passes for 275 yards and a 
touchdown and Stanford’s stiffed the Trojans twice on goal line stands.

1973 - Rod Garcia set a Stanford and Pac-8 record by booting a 59-yard field goal 
in the first quarter. However, Chris Limahelu’s 34-yard field goal with 0:34 left lifted 
the eighth-ranked Trojans to a 27-26 victory at the Coliseum.

1975 - Mike Langford kicked a 37-yard game-winning field goal as time expired, 
lifting Stanford to a 13-10 win over ninth-ranked USC at the Coliseum.

1979 - After trailing at halftime, 21-0, Stanford rallied to score 14 points in the 
fourth quarter to tie top-ranked USC, 21-21, at the Coliseum. It was the only 
blemish on USC’s record.

1982 - John Elway completed 27 of 41 passes for 239 yards and broke Jim 
Plunkett’s NCAA record with his 26th career 200-yard passing game. USC came 
away with a 41-21 victory at Stanford Stadium.

1986 - Dave Wyman recorded a school-record 27 tackles (five solo). However, USC 
blanked the Cardinal, 10-0, as 73,500 fans watched  at Stanford Stadium.

1990 - Jason Palumbis completed 30 of 45 passes for 360 yards, including three 
touchdowns passes. The Trojans forced three Cardinal fumbles and limited Glyn 
Milburn to just nine yards on nine carries in a 37-22 victory at Stanford Stadium. 

1991 - Stanford defeated USC, 24-21, at the Coliseum, marking the Cardinal’s first 
victory over the Trojans since 1975.

2000 - Chris Lewis came off the bench and threw a 20-yard touchdown pass to 
Jamien McCullum as time expired to give Stanford a thrilling 32-30 comeback 
victory over USC. Kerry Carter tied a single-game record with four rushing scores 
and DeRonnie Pitts caught 13 passes for 176 yards.

2007 - Tavita Pritchard connected with Mark Bradford on a 10-yard touchdown 
pass on a fourth-and-goal play with 49 seconds remaining to lift Stanford to a 
24-23 victory over second-ranked USC at the Coliseum. In his first career start, 
Pritchard engineered one of the biggest upsets in college football history against a 
USC unit favored by 41 points.

2009 - Toby Gerhart rushed for 178 yards and three touchdowns to lead Stanford 
to a 55-21 victory over No. 11 USC. The 55 points were the most ever scored 
against USC at the Coliseum in its worst home loss since 1966.

2010 - Nate Whitaker kicked a 30-yard field goal as time expired to lift Stanford to a 
37-35 victory over USC at Stanford Stadium.

2011 - In one of the most dramatic finishes in the long rivalry, sixth-ranked 
Stanford defeated No. 20 USC in triple-overtime, 56-48, before a sellout crowd of 
93,607 at the Coliseum to extend the nation’s longest winning streak to 16 games. 
A.J. Tarpley sealed the victory by recovering a Curtis McNeal fumble in the end 
zone in the longest game in Stanford history. 

2012 - Josh Nunes threw a go-ahead 37-yard touchdown to Zach Ertz, Stepfan 
Taylor ran for 153 yards and scored two touchdowns, and No. 21 Stanford upset 
second-ranked USC, 21-14, for its fourth straight win in the series. The Cardinal 
held USC to only 26 yards rushing.

2013 - One week after downing No. 2 Oregon at Stanford Stadium and emerging 
into the national championship discussion, the Cardinal fell to USC, 20-17, at the 
Coliseum as Andre Heidari kicked a 47-yard field goal with 19 seconds to play. 
Stanford’s season-low point total got a boost from Tyler Gaffney, who rushed for 
158 yards and two touchdowns.

Series History vs. USC
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Late Field Goal Knocks Off Stanford
STANFORD, Calif. - USC coach Steve Sarkisian smiled, pumped his fist and threw his arms 
in the air as his players jumped around the sideline at Stanford Stadium.

All of the emotions that had been lacking for USC the past few years finally came pouring 
out on the road, against a rival and in front of a national television audience -- sometimes 
even a bit too much. Few things looked pretty for the Trojans on Saturday except for the 
final score: USC 13, Stanford 10.

Andre Heidari kicked a career-long 53-yard field goal with 2:30 remaining, J.R. Tavai forced 
a fumble to end the Cardinal’s comeback bid and the 14th-ranked Trojans upended No. 13 
Stanford in dramatic fashion again.

“I think it says a lot that we can come in against this team, in this environment, and the 
game not really going our way and not really in our favor, just for whatever reason, and 
find a way to win,” Sarkisian said.

A game that featured an unsportsmanlike conduct penalty on Sarkisian for standing 
too close to the field, linebacker Hayes Pullard getting ejected for targeting and athletic 
director Pat Haden yelling at officials in a weird and wild sideline scene, ended with USC 
making all the big plays on the field in the closing moments.

With Stanford threatening to tie or take the lead, Tavai came from Kevin Hogan’s blindside 
to jar the ball loose. Scott Felix recovered at the Trojans’ 26-yard-line with 19 seconds 
to play, sealing Sarkisian’s first major victory at USC and dealing a major blow to the 
Cardinal’s chances of a third consecutive Pac-12 title.

“I just heard everybody screaming. I was just running to the sideline. Coaches were 
hugging me. I guess something good happened,” Tavai said.

Javorius Allen ran for a career-high 154 yards, Nelson Agholor had a career-high nine 
receptions for 91 yards and Justin Davis ran for a short touchdown to help USC create just 
enough offense to win at Stanford Stadium for the first time since 2008.

The Trojans had gained 701 yards while running a conference-record 105 plays in a 52-13 
win over Fresno State last week. But Stanford slowed downCody Kessler and USC’s 
up-tempo offense most of the afternoon, holding the Trojans to 59 plays.

Stanford outgained USC 413 to 291 yards but couldn’t overcome its own mistakes. The 
Cardinal committed two turnovers, eight penalties for 68 yards and Jordan Williamson 
missed two field goals.

The loss snapped Stanford’s 17-game home winning streak, which was the longest active 
streak in the country.

“You got to make field goals. You got to take advantage of field position. We just did not,” 
Cardinal coach David Shaw said.

Kessler underwent an unspecified procedure on one of his toes this week but showed no 
effects of the injury. He completed 15 of 22 passes for 135 yards and directed the Trojans 
when it mattered most.

Sarkisian sent his offense on the field for a fourth-and-5 from the 35-yard line before 
calling a timeout to go for a field goal at the end of USC’s final drive. Heidari then 
connected from 53 yards, turned around and gestured at the Trojans faithful in the far 
corner of the crowd.

Heidari had kicked a 47-yard field goal with 19 seconds to play in USC’s 20-17 win over the 
Cardinal in 2013 in Los Angeles.

“I trusted myself, I trusted the ball, the holder, the snapper. I’m glad I had the opportunity 
to do what I did last year,” he said.

Stanford still had one last chance to avoid another painful memory.

Hogan completed 22 of 30 passes for 285 yards and put the Cardinal in position to come 
back before Tavai sprinted from his blindside and forced the fumble to cap an emotional 
day on the USC sideline.

Northwestern Defeats Stanford 
EVANSTON, Ill. -- Northwestern wanted to prove a point against No. 21 Stanford, and the 
Wildcats drove it home with a strong running game and solid defense that produced a 
season-opening surprise.

Or as defensive end Dean Lowry put it: “We unleashed a caged bull today.”

Freshman Clayton Thorson ran for a 42-yard touchdown while playing turnover-free 
ball at quarterback, Justin Jackson added 134 yards rushing, and the Wildcats beat the 
Cardinal 16-6.

If Northwestern felt like a caged bull, well, back-to-back 5-7 seasons will do that. The 
recent losing ended a five-year run of bowl appearances that included a 10-win season 
in 2012.

Anthony Walker broke up two passes and had a fumble recovery, and Kyle Queiro 
intercepted Kevin Hogan in the end zone with about a minute left to seal the win.

“It was probably one of the best performances I’ve seen our D play top to bottom against 
a ranked team maybe in my time,” Pat Fitzgerald said.

Thorson scored the game’s only touchdown in the second quarter. He was steady overall, 
completing 12 of 24 passes for 105 yards, but was fortunate not to have any interceptions 
considering he threw a few into double and triple coverage.

“I thought our team as a whole played well,” Thorson said. “Our O-line did a great job the 
whole game. Me personally, I think I can always do a lot better. I missed some throws, and 
some decisions I made weren’t great.”

Thorson got high marks from Stanford linebacker Blake Martinez.

“He was commanding the offense well,” Martinez said. “Keeping that pace going. They 
never stopped that quick offense. It was cool to see that he was able to do that his first 
game.”

Jackson rushed 28 times. Jack Mitchell kicked three field goals, including a career-long 
49-yarder that made it 16-6 with 3:38 left in the game, and the Wildcats started the season 
on a winning note for the first time against a ranked team since 1995.

Hogan had a rough afternoon, going 20-of-35 with 155 yards and an interception. He was 
sacked three times.

Christian McCaffrey ran for 66 yards, but the Cardinal managed just 240 yards on offense 
and scored their fewest points since 2007.

“The bottom line for us is that we have to be efficient on first down,” David Shaw said. 
“We can’t have penalties. We can’t have dropped passes. We can’t have missed blocks.”

The Cardinal showed some of the form that carried them to four straight seasons with at 
least 11 wins on the game’s opening possession. But Northwestern tightened its defense, 
forcing Stanford to settle for a 29-yard field goal by Conrad Ukropina to finish a 12-play 
drive.

The Wildcats tied the game on a 31-yard field goal by Mitchell with 52 seconds left in the 
first quarter. Thorson, who starred at suburban Wheaton North High School about 40 
miles from Ryan Field, made it 10-3 midway through the second when he took advantage 
of a big hole on the left and scored on a 42-yard keeper.

Northwestern had a chance to add to the lead after Walker recovered a fumble by 
McCaffrey a few plays later. The Wildcats took over on the Stanford 38, but a 48-yard field-
goal attempt by Mitchell sailed wide left with 2:35 remaining in the half.

The Wildcats picked up their first win over the Cardinal since 1958.

Hogan Leads Stanford Past UCF 
STANFORD, Calif. -- It took a trick play to get Stanford’s offense finally going this season. 
Afterward, it was as if the floodgates had opened.

Kevin Hogan connected on a 53-yard flea flicker to Michael Rector to highlight a three-
touchdown night as Stanford bounced back from a disappointing loss in its season opener 
to beat UCF 31-7.

“You never want to allow it to creep in that, ‘Oh no, we can’t reach the end zone,’” Hogan 
said. “It was almost like breaking the ice. I think everybody kind of settled in after that 
and felt comfortable.”

The deep strike to Rector was Stanford’s first touchdown of the season. Hogan added 
a 7-yard touchdown pass to Christian McCaffrey and a 93-yarder to Bryce Love in the 
second half.

Hogan finished with a career-high 341 yards, including three passes of more than 40 yards.
“Once we got into a rhythm offensively it was fun to watch,” David Shaw said. “We did 
try to do some different things game-plan wise to get some guys in space. We have some 
speed on this team.”

The Knights struggled to generate any sort of offense with starting quarterback Justin 
Holman leaving early with an injury. Freshman Bo Schneider came in and went 7 for 19 for 
46 yards with an interception.

“There were a lot of guys that could have made plays but didn’t make them,” George 
O’Leary said. “As they said, films don’t lie. We got to go back and look at that and continue 
to try to get the best 11 on the field.”

After being held to six points in a lackluster opener, Stanford’s offense finally broke 
through late in the first half with help from a trick play. Hogan handed the ball to Barry 
Sanders, who flipped it back to the quarterback. Hogan then launched a deep pass to 
Rector, who got past the defense for the first score of the game.

Conrad Ukropina added a 52-yard field goal in the final minute of the half.

Hogan’s 42-yard pass to Love set up the short touchdown pass to McCaffrey in the third 
quarter. Hogan then hit Love again on a short pass on a third-and-20 and Love raced past 
the Knights defense for the score that made it 24-0.

While Hogan got the passing game going, the Cardinal struggled to run consistently for a 
second straight week. McCaffrey gained just 58 yards on 20 carries and the team finished 
with 130 yards on the ground with 40 coming on a late drive capped by Sanders’ 20-yard 
touchdown run.

The defense was dominant, holding UCF off the scoreboard until Tyler Harris threw a 
36-yard touchdown pass to Tre’Quan Smith with 1:22 to play.

The Cardinal easily handled the untested Schneider, who made his debut after Holman 
hurt his hand when he hit a helmet on UCF’s first drive.

“It’s tough, but the program that we have here, it’s next man up,” tight end Michael 
Campbell said. “That’s just how things go here.”

The Knights had just one productive drive until the late score but that ended in the second 
quarter when William Stanbeck fumbled inside the Cardinal 40. Four plays later, Hogan hit 
Rector on the flea-flicker.
