The Language Census is an annual collection of data about 2.6 million California public school students whose primary language is not English and about the staff who provide instructional services to these students. These data provide critical information to local educational agencies and government organizations to guide their funding, research, program planning, and policy decisions. The Language Census also offers the public important information about English learners and their instruction in California schools.

March 1, 2007, is Language Census Information Day, the day that staff in schools are asked to collect their annual data. The data should be submitted to the California Department of Education no later than April 3, 2007.

What Is the Language Census?

The Language Census is collected each spring. The purpose of the survey is to collect background and programmatic data on students from non-English-language backgrounds enrolled in public schools in California and to collect data on the staff that provide services to English learners (ELs). These data are collected on the R30-LC form and submitted electronically. The submission of the R30-LC is required by the California Education Code (EC) Section 62002 (52164), the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act, and federal case law.

How is the Information Used?

Information collected through the Language Census is designed primarily for use by the California Department of Education (CDE) to produce state and federal reports. Language Census data are also used to compute funding for Title III, the Community-based English Tutoring (CBET) program, Economic Impact Aid (EIA) for English Learners, and the English Language Acquisition Program (ELAP).
 
Additional uses of Language Census data include projections of future English learner enrollments and teachers that provide instructional services to English learners. Data from the Language Census may also serve local needs, such as class load analyses, program design, and to determine school staffing needs.

Language Census data, after review and certification, are also made available to educational institutions and the general public through the CDE Web site at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ds/.

Who Completes the Language Census?

Submission of the Language Census for each school is a local educational agency (LEA) responsibility, and a form must be completed for every public school (grades kindergarten through twelve). The following list shows the types of schools that are required to submit Language Census data:

· All traditional public schools

· California Education Authority schools (formerly California Youth Authority education schools)

· Charter schools (required under federal case law)

· Juvenile hall/court schools

· County community schools

· Community day schools

· Continuation schools

· Alternative schools of choice

· Opportunity schools

· LEA reports special education students sent to one or more nonpublic, nonsectarian school

Who Does Not Complete the Language Census?

The following types of schools do not submit Language Census data:

· Preschools

· Children's centers

· Adult schools

· Regional occupational centers

· State Special schools

· Private schools

Changes to the Language Census for 2007

This year we have made some significant changes to parts 2 and 5 of the Language Census form. These changes are outlined below.

Part 2.A (Number of English Learners Enrolled in Specific Instructional Settings) has been reduced to one question. The number of English learners that are placed in Structured English Immersion is now the only category reported. 

The count of teachers in training in Part 5 (previously Part 5.A column d and Part 5.B row 32) is no longer reported.

Part 5.B only collects the number of teachers by assignment, not by the type of teaching authorization. 

Also new this year is the requirement that LEAs are to include in the Language Census those LEA special education students who are sent to nonpublic, non-sectarian schools (NPSs) for special education services that the LEA cannot provide. School code "0000001" has been added to the Language Census software for reporting information on LEA special education students who are sent to one or more NPS. If these students are also English learners or fluent-English-proficient, report them on the Language Census by completing parts 1-4. Teacher data are not reported for NPSs. 

In addition to these changes, we have also revised the instructions to reflect the changes listed above, to clarify reporting requirements, and to provide more detailed instruction. We have also combined the form, frequently asked questions, and common misunderstandings into the instructions, so everything is contained in one document.

	Distribution and Collection of Materials and Data Submission Options

	


Distribution of Language Census Materials

The CDE distributes all materials necessary for completion of the Language Census to every LEA. These LEAs then submit the completed Language Census data electronically for all the kindergarten through grade twelve public schools they administer or to which they have granted charters. 

In distributing the Language Census materials, the CDE provides each LEA with the following materials:

· Instructions for the Spring Language Census (Form R30-LC)

· List of Expected Schools

List of Expected Schools

Each LEA will be provided with a list of expected schools, which lists schools that are expected to submit Language Census data. This list may be used to notify the CDE of closed and/or inactive schools, school name changes, or grade span changes. The Language Census coordinator’s signature is required for all changes made to the List of Expected Schools. The county/district superintendent's signature is required for closed schools or school name changes only. Collection of Language Census Materials

Each LEA has designated a local contact to receive Language Census materials, collect data, and return the Language Census data to the CDE. Language Census data are collected on March 1, 2007, and the data are due to the CDE on April 3, 2007. If data cannot be collected on March 1, 2007 because the school is on a year-round or multitrack schedule and is not in session on March 1, 2007, data for students and staff should be collected on the last day in session before March 1, 2007, or on the first day back after March 1, 2007, whichever date is closer. Combine the data for students and staff that are in session on March 1, 2007, with those who are off track on March 1, 2007.

Submission of Language Census Data

LEAs have been notified by the CDE that the Language Census data will be collected using the Language Census Data Entry Assistant (LCDEA) software and submitted electronically. Paper submission of data is not an option. LEAs should contact the Educational Demographics Office if they require submission assistance. Below are instructions for the two types of electronic data submission options available.


Internet Submission of No ELs or FEPs

If none of the schools in your district have English learner (EL) or fluent-English-proficient (FEP) students as of March 1, 2007, you may submit that information over the Internet. To do this, go to

http://dq.cde.ca.gov/dataquest/lclogin.asp and enter your district’s password, then select the option to submit no EL/FEP data. Then follow the prompts on the screen. After you submit your data, a confirmation will appear on the screen, which you should print and keep for your records. You do not need to submit any paperwork to the CDE.

Software Submission

The LCDEA software is used to submit Language Census data for each LEA. The software can be downloaded from the Internet at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ds/dc/lc/lcdeanews.asp. In order to use the software, you must have Internet access and Windows 95 (or later versions of Windows). The software is not Macintosh compatible. See the Appendix for an overview of the software. Do NOT submit any R30-LC forms to the CDE. 	Glossary of Terms

	


Bilingual Certificate of Competence (BCC)

A BCC is a California Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CCTC) certificate that authorizes the holder to provide English-language development (ELD), specially designed academic instruction in English (SDAIE), and primary language instruction to ELs in the subject area and grade level of the prerequisite credential. This certificate is no longer initially issued but remains valid and appropriate to serve ELs.

Bilingual Crosscultural Language and Academic Development (BCLAD)

A BCLAD is a CCTC credential that authorizes the holder to provide ELD, SDAIE, and primary language instruction to ELs in the subject area and grade level of the prerequisite credential.

Bilingual Paraprofessional

An aide fluent in both English and the primary language of the pupil or pupils of limited English proficiency in a bilingual-bicultural program. Such an aide shall be familiar with the cultural heritage of pupils of limited English proficiency in the bilingual classes to which he or she is assigned.

Bilingual Specialist

The Specialist Instruction Credential in Bilingual Crosscultural Education Instruction authorizes the holder to provide ELD, SDAIE, and primary language instruction to ELs. There is no restriction to subject area or grade level of the prerequisite credential.  

California Education Authority School

The California Education Authority (CEA), formerly known as the California Youth Authority (CYA), is the last stop within the juvenile justice system and receives students adjudicated from the juvenile and adult court systems. The legislature established this education authority as a statewide correctional school district in 1997.

California English Language Development Test (CELDT)

The CELDT is a required state test that must be administered to students whose primary language is other than English to assess English language proficiency.

Certificate of Completion of Staff Development (CCSD)

The Certificate of Completion of Staff Development authorizes the holder to provide ELD and SDAIE to ELs in the subject area and grade level of the prerequisite credential.

Charter School

A charter school is a public school that may provide instruction in any of grades kindergarten through twelve. A charter school is usually created or organized by a group of teachers, parents, and community leaders or a community-based organization and is usually sponsored by an existing local public school board or county board of education. A charter school is generally exempt from most laws governing school districts, except where specifically noted in the law. 

Community Day School

Community day schools serve mandatorily and other expelled students, students referred by a School Attendance Review Board (SARB), and other high-risk youth. The laws specific to community day schools are in EC sections 48660-48667.

County Community School

County community schools are operated by county offices of education to serve students in four categories: students who are expelled from their regular schools, students who are referred by a SARB or at the request of the pupil’s parent/guardian, students who are referred by a probation officer (pursuant to Welfare and Institutions Code sections 300, 601, 602, 654) or who are on probation or parole and not in attendance in any school, and students who are “homeless” children. The educational programs are authorized by EC sections 1980-1986.

Although many students graduate from county community schools, the programs are designed to help students in transition to an appropriate educational, training, and/or employment setting upon their release or after the court terminates its jurisdiction.

Crosscultural Language and Academic Development (CLAD)

A CLAD is a CCTC certificate that authorizes the holder to provide ELD and SDAIE instruction to ELs in the subject area and grade level of the prerequisite credential.

Education Specialist (special education) Credential, Internships, Short-Term Staff Permits, or Provisional Internship Permits with EL Authorization

An Education Specialist credential authorizes providing services to special education students and in the area of ELD and SDAIE to ELs in the subject area and grade level of the specialist credential. Provisional Internship Permits (PIPs) and Short-Term Staff Permits (STSPs) are issued on a year to year basis.

Emergency Authorization for Bilingual Education

An emergency authorization for bilingual education is a CCTC credential that authorizes the holder to provide ELD, SDAIE, and primary language instruction to ELs in the subject area and grade level of the prerequisite credential on a year to year basis.

Emergency CLAD 

An emergency authorization for bilingual education is a CCTC credential that authorizes the holder to provide ELD and SDAIE to ELs in the subject area and grade level of the prerequisite credential on a year to year basis.

English Language Development (ELD)

ELD is English-language development instruction appropriate for the EL's identified level of language proficiency. Such instruction is designed to promote the effective and efficient acquisition of listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills of ELs.

English Learner (EL)

Students for whom there is a report of a primary language other than English on the state-approved "Home Language Survey" and who, on the basis of the state-approved California English Language Development Test (CELDT), have been determined to lack the clearly defined English language skills of listening comprehension, speaking, reading, and writing necessary to succeed in the school's regular instructional programs.

Fluent-English-Proficient (FEP) Students

Students whose primary language is something other than English and who have met the district criteria of proficient in English (i.e., those students who were initially identified as FEP [IFEP] and students reclassified from EL to FEP [RFEP]). All FEP students (IFEP and RFEP) are reported every year as long as they are enrolled at the school.

General Elementary or Secondary Credential (ELD only)

Holders of a General Elementary and Secondary credential may provide only ELD instruction to ELs. This authorization is no longer initially issued but remains valid and appropriate to serve ELs.

Home Language Survey

The home language survey (HLS) is part of the Language Census collection process required by the California Code of Regulations, Title 5 (CCR T5), Section 11301(b). This form is administered by the school and is to be completed by the pupil's parent or guardian at the time of first enrollment in a California public school indicating language use in the home. This tool identifies students who are native English speakers, as well as students who will need further assessment within 30 days of enrollment using the CELDT so the students can either be designated as fluent English speakers or as English learners. 

Juvenile Hall/Court School

Juvenile hall/court schools provide an alternative educational program for students who are under the protection or authority of the juvenile court system and are incarcerated in juvenile halls, juvenile homes, day centers, juvenile ranches, juvenile camps, or regional youth educational facilities. Students are placed in juvenile hall/court schools when they are referred by the juvenile court. County boards of education administer and operate the juvenile hall/court schools authorized by EC sections 48645-48645.7.

These programs meet the educational needs of students who have been incarcerated or placed in group homes, camps, or ranches as well as students who have been expelled from their home district schools because of a status offense or other infraction or behavior governed by the Welfare and Institutions Code or Education Code.
Language Code

A language code is a two-digit number assigned to each primary language identified in California public schools. See the R30-LC form in the Appendix for the set of codes used in the Language Census data collection.

Language Development Specialist (LDS) Certificate

An LDS certificate is a CCTC certificate that authorizes the holder to provide ELD and SDAIE instruction to ELs in the subject area and grade level of the prerequisite credential. This certificate is no longer initially issued but remains valid and appropriate to serve ELs.

Multiple or Single Subject Credential, Internship (university or district), Provisional Internship Permits, or Short-Term Staff Permits with EL Authorization or CLAD Emphasis

A CCTC credential that authorizes the holder to provide ELD and SDAIE instruction to ELs within the authorization of the multiple or single subject credential. PIPs and STSPs are issued on a year to year basis.

Nonpublic, Nonsectarian School

A nonpublic, nonsectarian school is a private, nonsectarian school that enrolls individuals with exceptional needs pursuant to an individualized education program and is certified by the CDE. It does not include an organization or agency that operates as a public agency or offers public service, including, but not limited to, a state or local agency, an affiliate of a state or local agency, including a private, nonprofit corporation established or operated by a state or local agency, or a public university or college. A nonpublic, nonsectarian school also shall meet standards as prescribed by the Superintendent and board.

Nonpublic, nonsectarian schools are included in the Language Census data collection for reporting EL and FEP students who are sent to these types of schools for special education services that the district cannot provide.

Parental Request for English Language Mainstream Class

A parental request for English language mainstream class is a verbal or written request on the part of parents or guardians to have their child transferred from a structured English immersion setting and placed in an English-language mainstream class and provided with additional and appropriate instructional services as authorized by CCR T5, Section 11301(b).


Parental Exception Waiver from English-Language Classrooms

A parental exception waiver from English-language classrooms is a written request from parents or guardians of ELs who petition for enrollment in a bilingual education class or other generally recognized alternative course of study. Pursuant to EC sections 310 and 311, districts are required to process parental exception waiver requests.

Primary Language

A student's primary language is identified by the "Home Language Survey" as the language first learned, most frequently used at home, or most frequently spoken by the parents or adults in the home. Whenever American Sign language (ASL) or another sign language is the only language other than English reported on the “Home Language Survey” the student should not be assessed for English language proficiency. Please refer to part 1 instructions for reporting primary language for additional information on assessing students with ASL in their backgrounds.

Primary Language Instruction

Primary language (L1) instruction is instruction taught by teachers primarily through the EL’s primary language. In kindergarten through grade six, L1 instruction must be provided, at a minimum, in language arts (including reading and writing) and mathematics, science, or social science. In grades seven through twelve, L1 instruction must be provided, at a minimum, in any two of the following areas: language arts, mathematics, science, and social studies.

Primary Language Support

Primary language support is the use of the student's primary language to clarify meaning and facilitate comprehension of academic content taught through SDAIE or mainstream English. L1 support is not the same as primary language instruction as defined above.

Senate Bill (SB) 1969 Certificate of Completion of Staff Development

The SB 1969 Certificate of Completion of Staff Development is a locally-issued document that authorizes the holder to provide ELD and SDAIE to ELs in the subject area and grade level of the prerequisite credential. This certificate is no longer initially issued but remains valid and appropriate to serve ELs.

Sojourn Authorization for Bilingual Education

A sojourn authorization for bilingual education is a CCTC credential that allows the holder (usually a foreign-exchange teacher) to provide primary language instruction to ELs.


Special Temporary Certificate in Multiple Subject, Single Subject, and Education Specialist (previously known as Individualized Internship) with EL Authorization, BCLAD Emphasis, or CLAD Emphasis

This certificate authorizes the holder to provide ELD, SDAIE, and primary language instruction to ELs as appropriate to the EL, BCLAD or CLAD authorization on the document and in the subject area and grade level of the credential. This authorization is no longer initially issued but remains valid and appropriate to serve ELs.

Specially Designed Academic Instruction in English (SDAIE)

SDAIE is an instructional approach in English used to teach academic courses, such as mathematics and social science to ELs, and is designed to increase the level of comprehensibility of the English-medium instruction.

State Special School

State Special Schools are schools that provide intensive, disability-specific educational services for students who have visual or auditory impairments and whose primary learning needs are related to their visual or auditory impairment. 

State Special Schools are statewide resources that offer expertise in the low-prevalence disabilities of visual and auditory impairments through innovative model programs, assessment, consultation and technical assistance, professional development, research and publications, advocacy, and outreach.

Supplementary Authorization for English as a Second Language (ELD only)

A supplementary authorization in English as a Second Language (ESL) is an authorization from CCTC added to a valid prerequisite credential that allows the holder to provide only ELD instruction to ELs. This authorization is no longer initially issued but remains valid and appropriate to serve ELs.

Submission, Contact, and Certification

School Identification Information

The county-district-school (CDS) code and school name are used to identify which school the data are for. The following options are available for obtaining school identification information when providing site copies to each school:

· LEAs can use the LCDEA software to print forms, which contain the school identification information for each school. This is the preferred method because the information is accurate.

· If the LEA decides to copy the blank Language Census paper form provided in the materials mailed, they should use the “Language Census List of Expected Schools” as the source for the CDS code and school name. 

Submission Options

If there are no EL and no FEP students enrolled as of March 1, 2007: Check the first box in the submission section and complete parts 3 and 4 if applicable. Note: If you send students to NPSs, but none of them are EL/FEPs, check this box for the NPS school. If you do not send students to NPSs, delete the NPS school from the software.

If there are one or more EL and/or FEP students enrolled as of March 1, 2007: Check the second box in the submission section and complete parts 1 through 5.

Contact Information

Enter the name and phone number of the district/county contact person as well as the name and job title of the person certifying the data. The contact person must be able to verify the submitted data and to provide assistance to CDE staff if errors or inconsistencies are found with the data.

Primary Language Codes

Only those codes listed for the primary languages on page 1 of the R30-LC form may be used in parts 1 and 5.


English Learner (EL) and Fluent-English- Proficient (FEP) Students (Part 1)

Report all EL and FEP students enrolled as of March 1, 2007. 

An EL is a student for whom there is a report of a primary language other than English on the state-approved "Home Language Survey" and who, on the basis of the state-approved CELDT, has been determined to lack the clearly defined English language skills of listening comprehension, speaking, reading, and writing necessary to succeed in the school's regular instructional programs. An FEP is a student whose primary language is something other than English and who has met the district criteria of proficient in English. The count of FEP students in part 1 includes those identified initially as FEP(IFEP) this year and in previous years, as well as, those students reclassified to FEP (RFEP) this year and in previous years. All FEP students (IFEP and RFEP) are reported every year as long as they are enrolled in the school.

Include in your count of EL and FEP students, any long-term independent study students. Long-term independent study students are to be reported at the school in which they are enrolled. LEA special education students who are sent to NPS schools for special education services that the LEA cannot provide should also be reported on the Language Census. School code "0000001" has been added to the Language Census software for reporting information on LEA special education students who are sent to one or more NPS. If these students are also EL or FEP, report them on the Language Census by completing parts 1-4. If you send students to NPSs, but none of them are EL/FEPs, check the first box in the submission section and submit a Language Census for the NPS. If you do not send students to NPSs, delete this school from the software.

Foreign exchange students are to be treated as any other student and should be counted in the Language Census collection if they are found to be ELs or FEPs.

Part 1, Column (a) – Primary Language Name 

Part 1, Column (b) – Primary Language Code

Enter the language name and code for each primary language, other than English, spoken by students identified as ELs and/or FEPs at the school. Use only the languages and codes shown on the Primary Language Code list on page 1 of the R30-LC form. Indicate a primary language or code only once in this section and combine all the students for that language on one line. 

If a student has a primary language other than English and it is not on the list, enter code 99, “All other non-English languages.” Combine all languages with a code of 99 onto one line. 

Please note that American Sign Language (ASL), by itself, would not trigger assessment of English language proficiency. When determining the primary language and level of English language proficiency of students who have ASL in their backgrounds, the following should be considered: 

1. If the only language other than English reported on the Home Language Survey is ASL, the student should not be assessed for English language proficiency. The pupil may have a hearing impairment and should be referred to special education. It is also possible that the student has normal hearing but has learned to sign because one or more parents have a hearing impairment. In this situation, most students will be classified as English only (monolingual English) for the purposes of the Language Census.

2. If there is a language other than English, besides ASL, reported on the HLS (such as Spanish), the CELDT, or an alternative instrument, should be administered. Even if the pupil has a communicative disorder, he or she may be able to sign in a version of sign language from the home country, or they may be able to read lips of speakers of a language other than English. The district, with the assistance of the EL and special education staff should decide jointly on the assessment process, classification, and subsequent instruction. If the student is found to have a primary language other than English (and/or ASL), such as Spanish, the pupil should be categorized as an EL or FEP student depending on the outcome of the English proficiency assessment.

Part 1, Column (c) – Type 

This column indicates what data are reported on this row. “EL” or “FEP” are valid types.

Part 1, Columns (d)–(r) – Grade Level

Enter the number of all identified EL and FEP students by grade level on the corresponding row of their primary language. Adults enrolled in a kindergarten through grade twelve program and nongraded public education must also be assessed for English language proficiency and provided services. They should also be reported on the Language Census form under the appropriate grade level. (This count should not include adult education students.) Count each student only once. Do not estimate and do not include English-only students. The LCDEA will total each row and enter the sum in column (r).

Part 1, Row 1 – Totals – EL

The software will automatically calculate and enter the total number of ELs by grade level for each of columns (d) through (r). 

Part 1, Row 2 – Totals – FEP

The software will automatically calculate and enter the total number of FEP students by grade level for each of columns (d) through (r). 

English Learners' Instructional Information (Part 2)

Part 2, Section A – Structured English Immersion

Report the number of English learners who are placed in a Structured English Immersion setting.

Part 2, Row 3 – Structured English Immersion

These are classes where ELs who have not yet met local district criteria for having achieved a "good working knowledge" (also defined as "reasonable fluency") of English are enrolled in an English-language acquisition process for young children in which nearly all classroom instruction is in English, but the curriculum and presentation are designed for children who are learning the language. 

Part 2, Section B – English Learners Receiving Instructional Services

Report the type of instructional services ELs receive. Only count each EL once and choose the row that most closely describes the services received by him/her.

	The total number of ELs reported in row 10 must equal the total number of ELs reported in part 1, row 1, column (r), of the R30-LC form. The software will make these calculations automatically and provide an error if the EL totals from parts 1 and 2 do not match.


Part 2, Row 4 – English-Language Development (ELD)

In this row, count ELs who receive at least one period of ELD instruction but none of the other instructional services noted in rows 5–7. ELD is English-language development instruction appropriate for the EL's identified level of language proficiency. Such instruction is designed to promote the effective and efficient acquisition of listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills of ELs. In this row, count only those ELs receiving ELD instruction from teachers reported in part 5.

Part 2, Row 5 – ELD and Specially Designed Academic Instruction in English (SDAIE)

In this row, count ELs receiving, in addition to ELD as described in row 4, at least two academic subjects required for grade promotion or graduation taught through SDAIE. SDAIE is an approach used to teach academic courses, such as mathematics and social science, in English to ELs and is designed to increase the level of comprehensibility of the English-medium instruction. These ELs are not receiving primary language support or instruction as described in rows 6 and 7. Count in this row only those ELs receiving ELD and SDAIE from teachers reported in part 5.


Part 2, Row 6 – ELD and SDAIE with Primary Language Support

In this row, count ELs receiving, in addition to ELD and SDAIE as described in rows 4 and 5, primary language (L1) support for at least two academic subjects required for grade promotion or graduation. L1 support is the use of the student's primary language to clarify meaning and facilitate comprehension of academic content taught through SDAIE or mainstream English. L1 support is not the same as primary language instruction as defined in row 7. Count in this row only those ELs receiving ELD and SDAIE instruction from teachers reported in part 5 and who concurrently receive L1 support from the same or another instructor or a bilingual paraprofessional.

Note: Primary language support may be provided by any teacher or any bilingual paraprofessional who is supervised by a credentialed teacher. No specialized credentials or certificates are required.

Part 2, Row 7 – ELD and Academic Subjects Through Primary Language Instruction

In this row, count ELs receiving, in addition to ELD as described in row 4, at least two academic subjects required for grade promotion or graduation taught primarily through the EL’s primary language. In kindergarten through grade six, L1 instruction must be provided, at a minimum, in language arts (including reading and writing) and mathematics, science, or social science. In grades seven through twelve, L1 instruction must be provided, at a minimum, in any two academic subjects required for grade promotion or graduation. ELs reported as receiving L1 instruction may also receive SDAIE as described in row 5. Count in this row only those ELs who receive ELD and L1 instruction from teachers reported in part 5.

Part 2, Row 8 – Instructional Services Other Than Those Defined in Rows 4–7

In this row, count ELs receiving some type of instructional service that, while specifically designed for ELs, is an instructional service that does not correspond exactly to the program descriptions of rows 4–7. Instructional services reported on line 8 are those that vary either quantitatively and/or qualitatively from rows 4–7. For example, enter in row 8 ELs receiving only one period of SDAIE or primary language support or primary language instruction but not the two periods required for reporting in rows 5, 6, or 7. 

Also enter in row 8 ELs receiving any services specified in rows 4–7 when those services are provided by a staff member other than an authorized teacher or teacher in training reported in part 5. 

Also report in row 8 those ELs who do not receive any of the services described in rows 4–7 but who receive another type of instructional service specifically designed for ELs, such as an individualized educational program (IEP) developed for a special education EL. ELs reported in row 8 may, but are not required to, receive the EL instructional service from teachers reported in part 5.
Part 2, Row 9 – Not Receiving Any English Learner Services

In this row, count all the remaining ELs who have not been counted previously in rows 4–8. These ELs are not receiving any specialized instructional services as specified in rows 4–8.

Part 2, Row 10 – Total English Learners

Enter the sum of rows 4–9. The software will automatically make this calculation and will provide an error if the total is not the same as part 1, row 1, column (r).


Students Reclassified – Row 11 (Part 3)

Enter the total number of ELs reclassified as FEP since the last census (March 1, 2006). Include those who are no longer enrolled at the school (i.e., graduated or moved). These students are reclassified according to the Guidelines for Reclassification of English Learners adopted by the State Board of Education (September, 2002) and demonstrate English language proficiency comparable to that of average native English speakers.

In reporting the number of ELs and FEPs, schools should use the official CELDT scores provided by the publisher. If the publisher’s scores are not available by March 1, the school should use its hand-scored results for Language Census reporting purposes.

Students who have not been assessed by March 1 cannot be counted on the Language Census report. If the reclassification process for CELDT annual testers has not been completed on or before March 1, students continue to be counted as ELs on the Language Census report. 

If a student is reclassified from a school that has closed since the last census, do not report the student at the closed school. If the student has transferred to a school within the same district, report the student's reclassified status at their current school in the district. If the student transfers to a school in another district, do not report the student as reclassified. If the student exits the school after reclassification (e.g., graduates, drops out, etc.) and then the school closes, do not report the student at any school.

Note: All currently enrolled reclassified FEP students are to be included in part 1 FEP counts. In future years, continue to count these FEP students in part 1 if they are still enrolled in the school.


Parental Exception Waiver from English-Language Classrooms (Part 4)

Pursuant to EC sections 310 and 311, school districts are required to process waiver requests from parents or guardians of ELs who petition for enrollment in a bilingual education class or other generally recognized alternative course of study. On rows 12 and 13, enter all new and renewal waiver activity that has been acted on since the last census on March 1, 2006. Include in the counts waivers that were submitted before and were pending on March 1, 2006, but were processed (transacted) after March 1, 2006.

Note: A waiver granted under EC 310 and 311 is not the same as a parental request. Parental requests refer to solicitations on the part of parents or guardians to have their child transferred from a structured English immersion setting and placed in an English-language mainstream class and provided with additional and appropriate instructional services as authorized by CCR T5, 11301(b).

Part 4, Row 12 – Parental Exception Waivers Granted or Denied

Enter the total number of new and renewal parental exception waivers that have either been granted or denied since the last census on March 1, 2006, pursuant to EC 310 and 311.

Part 4, Row 13 – Parental Exception Waivers Granted

Of the total number of new and renewal parental exception waivers reported on row 12, enter the total number of parental waivers that have been granted since March 1, 2006. 

Note: The number reported in row 13, total parental exception waivers granted, may not be greater than the number reported in row 12, total parental exception waivers granted or denied. In row 12 include all waiver activity, new and renewal, including those waiver requests submitted before March 1, 2006, but where a decision that was pending on March 1, 2006, was eventually transacted after March 1, 2006 (granted or denied). In Row 13 include all waivers, new, renewal, and pending, that were granted after March 1, 2006.


Teachers and Bilingual Paraprofessionals Providing Services to ELs (Part 5)

Part 5 reflects the staffing requirements for services to ELs as described in the Categorical Program Monitoring Instruments. For additional resources and a listing of EL teaching authorizations, refer to Appendix B of the Change in Certificated Assignment Monitoring and Data Reporting in Education Code Section 44258.9 as a Result of the Williams Lawsuit Settlement letter, dated August 26, 2005. This letter is available on the Internet at http://www.cde.ca.gov/eo/ce/wc/documents/yr05ltr0826.pdf. 

	Report only those teachers and paraprofessionals (aides) providing services to ELs in ELD, language arts, mathematics, science, and/or social studies counted in part 2, rows 4 through 8 including team teachers, job sharing teachers, and teachers on block scheduling who are assigned to ELs as of March 1, 2007.

If a teacher holds a CCTC bilingual, SDAIE, or ELD authorization and is not providing instruction in any of the subjects mentioned above directly to ELs at the school, do not report the teacher in part 5.


Count each teacher and paraprofessional (aide) only once. If a teacher provides both primary language instruction and ELD and/or SDAIE, count him/her only once in section A. If a teacher holds a bilingual authorization and provides only ELD and/or SDAIE, count him/her in section B. Report persons in whole numbers regardless of full-time or part-time status (no fractions or decimals). If a teacher or aide works at more than one school, report the person at the school in which he or she spends the majority of time providing instruction. If the teacher or aide spends an equal amount of time at more than one site, choose only one site and report all of their time at that site. 

Part 5, Check Box 1 – Check here if there are teachers at this site who hold a CCTC bilingual, SDAIE, or ELD authorization, and are not providing services to ELs in ELD, language arts, mathematics, science, and/or social studies. 

Do not report these teachers in part 5. Only count teachers who provide services to ELs.

Part 5, Check Box 2 – Check here if there are ELs receiving services from teachers reported at another site.  

Do not count these teachers at this site. Only count teachers at the site where they spend most of their time.

Part 5, Section A – Teachers Providing Primary Language Instruction to ELs and Bilingual Paraprofessionals Providing Services to ELs

Identify the number of teachers who provide primary language instruction to students who were counted in part 2, rows 7 and 8. If a teacher provides primary language instruction in more than one language, choose the language in which he/she instructs the most. Do not report this teacher more than once, do not use decimals to report the time, and do not list both languages on one line as a combination.

Part 5, Rows 14–21, Columns (a) and (b) – Language of Instruction

· Special Temporary Certificate (previously known as Individualized Internship) with BCLAD emphasis;

· Multiple or single subject district or university internship with BCLAD;

· Bilingual Crosscultural Certificates of Competence (BCC); or

· Other CCTC authorization for bilingual education, including emergency or sojourn authorizations. 

Part 5, Rows 14–21, Column (d) – All Bilingual Paraprofessionals (Aides)

Report the number of all bilingual paraprofessionals providing primary language support to ELs reported in part 2, rows 6 and 7, and in some cases row 8. Part 5, Row 25 – ELD Only

Report the number of teachers who provide only ELD. Do not report teachers in this row if you have already reported them in section A, rows 14–21, as providing primary language instruction. 

Part 5, Row 26 – Total Teachers Providing ELD and/or SDAIE Instruction to English Learners

Enter the sum of rows 23–25. The software will automatically make this calculation.

Part 5, Section C – Summary of Teachers Providing Instructional Services to English Learners

This section summarizes data reported above. The summary should help you verify that no teachers have been counted more than once. Duplicate counts have been the most frequent error in part 5 in prior years.

Language Census Software Instructions

This set of instructions is a quick guide for using the Language Census Data Entry Assistant (LCDEA) software. It is intended to provide an overview of how to prepare for the Language Census data collection process and how to use the LCDEA software to submit your data electronically to the California Department of Education (CDE).

In order to use the software, you must have Internet access and Windows 95 (or later versions of Windows). The software is not Macintosh compatible.

	Step 1

Instructions and forms
	Review the Language Census form and instructional documents. 

	Step 2

Install the software
	Download the software from the Internet at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ds/dc/lc/index.asp and follow the prompts to install the LCDEA software onto your computer.

	Step 3

Start the software
	To start the LCDEA software, click on the "Start" button, then go to the "Programs" option. Select the “Language Census” program group and click on the “LCDEA” icon.

The first time the software starts, it will prompt you for your district so that it can pre-load your district’s schools.

	Step 4

Gather data


	Review the forms to determine which data you need from each school. Some school districts have the data available centrally, and other districts must collect it manually from the schools in the district. The way you use the LCDEA will depend on how your district has the data available.

Options:

4.a Paper reports are available from each school.

You will need to ensure that all the data you need for each school are available on the paper reports. If some data are missing, you will need to collect it from the appropriate source. Once all data have been collected, go to Step 5.

4.b Data must be collected from each school.

You will need to provide the R30-LC form to each of your schools by either printing the form from the software, copying the form provided by the CDE, or by printing forms from the Internet at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ds/dc/lc/index.asp. To print blank R30-LC forms from the LCDEA, use the “R30-LC Form” option from the “Reports” menu. Then select the school(s) you wish to print and click on the “Print” button. The forms may then be distributed to each school with instructions to complete the form. Once the forms have been completed, go to Step 5.

4.c Data are available electronically at the district.

If the data are available in an electronic format, the data may be imported into the LCDEA without data entry. The data must be in the format specified by the software. The file layout is available at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ds/dc/lc/lcdeanews.asp. You may also view the file layout from within the LCDEA software by using the “Help” menu option, then looking under “File Layout.”

	Step 5

Entering data into the LCDEA
	For those districts that used Step 4.a or Step 4.b.

For each school, enter all data for parts 1 through 5 by using the “Edit/Select school” option from the “Edit” menu. To enter the data, select the school you wish to work on by clicking on and highlighting the school. You may also search for the school by name or code. Once you have selected your school, press the “Edit R30 form” button and enter data for each part by clicking on the appropriate tabs. After you have returned to the “Select school” form, you may view any generated errors or warnings by clicking on the “View Errors” button.

For those schools that have no EL or FEP students, go to the submission tab and check the “No EL/FEP” box. If there were reclassified FEPs or parental waiver information to report, fill out part 3 and/or part 4, as appropriate. Otherwise, no further information is required for the school.

For those districts that used Step 4.c.

If you have Language Census data available in electronic format, you must match the format to the format supported by the LCDEA software.

Use the “File,” “Import data” option to load your existing data into the LCDEA. If any preliminary errors have been identified which prevent loading the data, print out the error report and resolve the errors. Once all preliminary errors have been identified and corrected, load the data into the LCDEA.

	Run the error report by using the “Reports,” “Error Report” option. If errors exist, print out the report and use it to resolve the errors. You may also want to print the “Explanation of Errors” report by using the “Reports,” “Explanation of Errors” option. This report explains each edit check in more detail. 

All errors must be resolved before submitting the data. All warnings should be reviewed. Warnings will not prevent data submission. 

Use the “Edit,” “Edit/Select school” option to correct identified errors.

	You may wish to print out individual copies of the R30-LC form for each school and/or any of the district-level reports that are available in the LCDEA by going to the “Reports” menu and selecting the report(s) you wish to view.

You may review these reports for accuracy prior to submitting the data to the CDE.

	Step 8

Submit data
	Once all “Errors” have been resolved and “Warnings” have been reviewed, you are ready to submit your data to the CDE.

The submission of data relies on an active Internet connection. To begin the submission process, use the “File,” “Submit data via Internet” option. Verify the “district contact/certification” information, then click on the “Submit data” button. After the “Submit data (via Internet)” screen displays, click on the “Submit data” button. When the data are uploaded to the CDE, you will receive a message on your screen. 

If you notice mistakes in your data submission, you may make changes in the software and resubmit the data via the Internet. Please refer to the significant dates section of these instructions for the final date to submit changes to the CDE. 

Note: Your Internet connection must have FTP capability in order to upload the data. If you cannot successfully submit your data through the Internet, you may e-mail your data to

pwilburn@cde.ca.gov.

Backup data
	Once your data have been sent to the CDE, please back up your data to a diskette for safekeeping by using the backup option that is available when you exit the LCDEA software.

We recommend that you keep the LCDEA software on your PC until mid-July in case CDE staff have any questions or the data have not been correctly transmitted to the CDE.

To remove the LCDEA software, use the original LCDEASET.EXE program. You will be prompted to remove the software.

You may also manually remove the LCDEA program by deleting the C:\LC2007 subdirectory (or if you did not use the default installation subdirectory, delete the subdirectory in which you installed the LCDEA).

1. How do we report the enrollment of students who speak a primary language other than those languages listed on page 1 of the Language Census R30-LC form?

All students who speak a primary language other than the languages listed on the Language Census form should be counted under code 99, “All other non-English languages.” The total number of students should be entered on one line of the form. If a school begins to enroll significant numbers of students from a language group not listed on the Language Census form, please contact Dorothy Aicega, in the Educational Demographics Office, at (916) 327-0208. New language groups may be added to the form for future years if it is determined that, on a statewide basis, there is a significant enrollment of students from a particular language group. 

2. Which students are to be counted as fluent-English-proficient (FEP) students in Part 1?

The number of FEP students in part 1 encompasses two groups of students. The first group consists of initially fluent-English-proficient students (sometimes designated as IFEP). IFEP students are those who, upon first being tested on the California English Language Development Test (CELDT), were found to be FEP. All currently enrolled IFEP students identified this school year and in previous school years should be counted as FEP in part 1. The second group consists of former English learners who have been reclassified (sometimes designated as RFEP). All currently enrolled RFEP students who have been reclassified this year and in previous years should also be counted as FEP in part 1. Part 1 should always represent the total number of IFEP and RFEP students currently enrolled in the school.

3. Where do we record the number of English learners who are also special education students?

When reporting special education English learners in part 2, choose the row that most closely reflects the type of service they receive. However, if the combined special education and English learner services are unique, record the number of students in row 8, under instructional services other than those defined in rows 4-7.

4. 
What are examples of “Instructional services other than those defined in rows 4-7” (Part 2, section B, row 8)?

These would be instructional services for English learners that do not match the definitions of the services listed in rows 4-7. For example, report here students who are receiving the services listed in rows 4-7 but not in the quantity (only one period of SDAIE or primary language instruction) or quality required (e.g., the instructional services are provided by teachers who do not have the appropriate authorizations or who are not enrolled in the proper training program and consequently are not counted in Part 5). 

5. What is the difference between “primary language (L1) support” in row 6 and “primary language (L1) instruction” in row 7 (Part 2, section B)?

"Primary language support" refers to the use of the primary language to support lessons that are taught mainly by using English. The use of bilingual paraprofessionals to support lessons taught in English by a classroom teacher would be an example of primary language support. Other examples would be clarifications or preview/review provided in the primary language by a teacher or aide. "Primary language (L1) instruction” refers to lessons taught directly and primarily in the primary language by a qualified teacher and supported by corresponding written materials in the primary language.

6. Where should we report students who receive ELD plus two subjects in SDAIE and two subjects through primary language instruction (Part 2, section B)?

Since the instructional offerings meet the definition of row 7, ELD and academic subjects through the primary language (L1), report these students in row 7. This is the only row that contains the designation of "instruction through the primary language." The instructions to the Language Census clearly state that students who have instructional offerings, such as SDAIE, in addition to ELD and primary language instruction are to be reported in row 7. The closest competing definition is found in row 6, but the reference there is to ELD plus SDAIE and primary language support, not primary language instruction.

7. How do we count teachers who provide services to English learners (Part 5)?

Teachers are to be counted only once. To determine where to record the number of teacher(s), first determine the teacher's specific assignment with English learners and whether the subject taught is ELD, language arts, mathematics, science, or social studies. Then classify the teacher according to the authorization held. For example, if a teacher is assigned to provide at least one period of primary language instruction (as defined in the instructions for part 2, section B, row 7), count this teacher in the appropriate row in part 5, section A, rows 14-21, according to the language of instruction. Any teacher providing primary language instruction should be reported only once in part 5 even though the teacher, in addition to primary language instruction, may also be providing ELD and/or SDAIE. Teachers reported in part 5, section A should NOT be reported again in part 5, section B.

Teachers not providing primary language instruction but providing at least one period of SDAIE, ELD, or a combination of ELD and SDAIE in language arts, social studies, science, and/or mathematics should be reported in rows 23-25 depending on their specific assignment. Again, these teachers are to be counted only once.  

Classroom teachers, resource teachers, and administrators who are assigned to provide instruction to English learners (e.g., primary language, ELD, and/or SDAIE) in subjects other than ELD, language arts, mathematics, science, and social studies, are not to be reported on the Language Census R30-LC form regardless of the credentials or certificates held.

8. If there is only a very small number of English learners in a school (for example, three), how do we count the qualified teachers who are assigned to these students, especially in a departmentalized setting such as our high school?

As with teachers in other settings, count only those teachers who are actually assigned to provide one or more required instructional service to English learners (ELD, SDAIE, or primary language instruction). For example, in the case of only three English learners in a departmentalized setting, if the students receive one ELD class but also receive one period each of SDAIE math, SDAIE social science, and SDAIE biology, then count all four teachers assigned to these classes. In this uncommon instance, there are actually more qualified teachers assigned than English learners served.

9. Charter schools by definition are autonomous institutions. Why then do charter schools have to submit the Language Census and why do they have to submit it in conjunction with a particular LEA?

Although charter schools have exemptions from some sections of the Education Code, English learners (also referred to as limited-English-proficient [LEP] students) have federal protections, including the ruling in several federal court cases, such as Castaneda v. Pickard & Gomez v. Illinois State Board of Education. In addition, pursuant to the No Child Left Behind Act, the U.S. Department of Education provides financial assistance to state educational agencies and local educational agencies (LEAs) on the basis of enrollments of English learner students.

Although a charter school may be autonomous, it is still legally linked to its host/sponsoring LEA and its operation is totally dependent upon the continued legal authorization by the LEA. Consequently, the Language Census form for charter schools is administered through the authorizing LEA.


10. Are services for English learners in before school programs or after school programs reported on the Language Census?
No, services for English learners in before or after school programs are not reported on the Language Census. 

Common Misunderstandings Associated With Reporting Language Census Data


In the California Department of Education’s (CDEs) efforts to collect accurate data, we have found that several areas of the Language Census data collection are often misunderstood by school and district staff when reporting their data. Clarifications of common misunderstandings are listed below.

All fluent-English-proficient students are reported in part 1, not just reclassified students.

All fluent-English-proficient (FEP) students are to be counted in part 1, whether they were reclassified this year or in previous years (RFEP), or were initially identified as FEP (IFEP). As long as FEP students are enrolled in the school, they are counted in part 1. Districts often incorrectly report only English learners (ELs) who were reclassified in the past year in the part 1 count of FEPs. Refer to page 6 of the Instructions for the Spring Language Census (Form R30-LC).
Parental exception waivers reported in part 4 are not the same as parental requests.

A parental exception waiver (part 4, rows 12-13) is a petition submitted by parents or guardians to have their child enrolled in a bilingual education class or other generally recognized alternative course of study. Parental requests, on the other hand, are requests by parents or guardians to have their child transferred from a structured English immersion setting and placed in an English-language mainstream class and provided with additional and appropriate instructional services as authorized by the California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 11301(b). Refer to page 9 of the Instructions for the Spring Language Census (Form R30-LC).
Teachers providing more than one type of instruction to English learners are to be counted in only one section of part 5. 

Teachers who provide primary language instruction, as well as English language development (ELD), and/or specially designed academic instruction in English (SDAIE), are to be counted in part 5, section A only. Districts often incorrectly report these teachers in both section A and B in part 5. However, this is not the correct way to report these data, as part 5 represents an unduplicated count of teachers. Refer to page 10 of the Instructions for the Spring Language Census (Form R30-LC).

Only teachers providing services to English learners are reported on the Language Census.

Only teachers who provide direct instruction to ELs in ELD, language arts, mathematics, science, and/or social science and hold, a California Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CCTC) bilingual, ELD, or SDAIE authorization are reported on the Language Census. Districts often incorrectly report all of their teachers who hold, an authorization listed above on the Language Census, whether or not the teachers provide EL instruction. Refer to page 10 of the Instructions for the Spring Language Census (Form R30-LC).
Also, if a teacher has an EL student in his/her class, the teacher is only reported on the Language Census if he/she provides EL services in ELD, language arts, mathematics, science, and/or social science to the student. Districts often incorrectly report teachers who have EL students in their class, even if they do not provide direct EL instruction to the students. Refer to page 10 of the Instructions for the Spring Language Census (Form R30-LC).

Reporting Language Census data is not optional.

All traditional public schools, California Education Authority schools, charter schools, juvenile hall/court schools, county community schools, community day schools, continuation schools, alternative schools of choice, and opportunity schools are required by California Education Code Section 62002 (52164) and federal case law to complete Language Census data. LEAs are also required to report data for special education students who are sent to one or more nonpublic, nonsectarian school The CDE requires that all charter schools submit their data through their authorizing district, as the Language Census is a district-level data collection. Preschools, children centers, adult schools, regional occupational centers, State Special Schools, and private schools do not submit Language Census data. Refer to page 1 of the Instructions for the Spring Language Census (Form R30-LC).
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
