ADDENDUM TO FNDING OF EMERGENCY

Open Enrollment Emergency Regulations

Demonstration by substantial evidence the need for the proposed regulation to effectuate the statute being implemented, interpreted or made more specific:
Section 4701(a)(2)(D):

The Academic Performance Index (API) is our state system of accountability for schools. Education Code section 52052(a)(1) tasks the Superintendent, with the approval of the State Board of Education (SBE), with developing the API to measure the performance of schools. In addition to the API score, state decile ranks are computed as part of the accountability system. The Open Enrollment Act is based upon these decile ranks. 

 

Education Code section 52052(g) states that only schools with 100 or more valid test scores contributing to the API may be included in the API rankings. Therefore, section 4701(a)(2)(D) was added to the regulations to make clear that only schools with 100 or more valid test scores would be considered for the list because only those schools receive decile ranks that built the ratio of elementary, middle, and high schools specified in the law.

Section 4701(a)(4):

Section 4701(a)(4) identifies the specific steps taken to implement Education Code section 48352 (a)(1) and (a)(2)(A) through (C). Production of this annual list is complicated. As such, the California Department of Education and the SBE felt strongly that each step of the process be clearly and carefully articulated. We also provided this level of detail to be transparent in the methodology used and to allow replication of our process by interested parties.

Section 4702(a):
The Sepember 15 deadline for providing notice to parents is included in the proposed emergency regulations because the initial list of open enrollment schools (the list that will apply to transfers for the 2010-2011 school year) is based on data released in Fall 2009. A date certain year for the initial year is necessary to effectively implement the statute. The September 15 date is included only in these emergency regulations, and it is not intended to apply to any school year subsequent to the 2010-2011 school year.
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
